Ninety five years ago, a group of Latino leaders formed 
LULAC to defend the rights and advance the well being of 
Hispanic Americans. Today LULAC is the largest and most 
active membership organization serving the Latino 
community.


LULAC members are the driving force behind significant 
advancements and improvements to the quality of life for 
Hispanics across the country. Since LULAC's founding, our 
members have not wavered in their determination to end 
discrimination and injustice for Hispanics living in the United 
States. LULAC has developed national and community-
based programs to address the needs of the Hispanic 
community and to ensure that this nation's workforce 
obtains the necessary education and skills to keep America 
productive.

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LULAC HISTORY



For 95 years, LULAC has advocated for the advancement of the Latino 
community on issues of education, economic empowerment, and 
social justice.

All for One and One for All 
Feb. 17, 1929: The League of United Latin American 
Citizens (LULAC) is formed in Corpus Christi, Texas. Its 
founding grew out of the rise of the Texas-Mexican middle 
class and resistance to racial discrimination. 

Desegregation in Texas 
LULAC desegregated hundreds of public places throughout 
Texas such as barber shops, beauty shops, swimming 
pools, restrooms, water drinking fountains, public dining 
places, and hotels.

Census Reclassification of Persons of Mexican Descent 
LULAC pressured the U.S. Census Bureau to reclassify persons of 
Mexican descent from the designation of "Mexican" to "White". In the 
1940s the government would target racial groups, Latinos in fear of 
racialization and discrimination fought to classify as white as a 
protection mechanism.

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Menendez vs. Westminster Lawsuit 
In Santa Ana, California,  LULAC filed the "Menendez vs. 
Westminister Lawsuit" which ended 100 years of 
segregation in California's public schools and becomes a 
key precedent for Brown vs. Board of Education.

Integration of Orange County School System 
LULAC Successfully sued to integrate the Orange County 
school system, that had been segregated on the grounds 
that Mexican children were “more poorly clothed and 
mentally inferior to white children”.

Hernandez vs. The State of Texas 
LULAC attorneys took the "Hernandez vs. The State of 
Texas Lawsuit Case" to the Supreme Court, winning the 
right for Mexican Americans to serve on juries.

Little School of the 400 
Council 60 in Houston, Texas, piloted the pre-cursor to Head 
Start, a pre-school program dedicated to teaching 400 basic 
English words to Spanish speaking pre-school children.

Project Headstart 
LULAC Council 60 in Houston, Texas, worked to expand 
the Little School of the 400 which Lady Bird Johnson visited 
and later used as a model to launch "Project Headstart" 
under the Lyndon B. Johnson administration

John F. Kennedy Visits LULAC 
On November 21, John F. Kennedy visited with LULAC at the 
Rice Hotel in Houston, Texas the day before he was 
assassinated. This was the first time that a sitting president 
had appeared at a LULAC event.

Operation SER 
LULAC Council 60 in Houston, Texas, piloted a job 
placement center which led to the federally funded of SER - 
Jobs for Progress.

Mexican American Legal Defense and Education Fund 
LULAC founded MALDEF with a grant from the Ford Foundation. 
In 1973, MALDEF achieved its first successful litigation before the 
Supreme Court in the case of White, et al. v. Regester, et al. This 
litigation brought Texas into compliance with the 1965 Voting 
Rights Act.

LNESC Founded 
LULAC formed the "LULAC National Educational Service Centers, 
Inc," (LNESC) modeled after the successful project in San 
Francisco, California to provide educational services to Hispanic 
students.

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LULAC History

LULAC National Scholarship Fund 
Established in 1975, LNESC and LULAC created the LULAC 
National Scholarship Fund (LNSF) to help youth in 
underserved communities make the dream of college 
enrollment a reality. LNSF is a unique partnership between 
grassroots advocates and corporations that fund educational 
opportunities for deserving youth across the U.S.

LULAC vs. INS 
LULAC filed the “LULAC vs INS” class action lawsuit to force 
INS to process eligible amnesty applicants. In 2003, settles 
class action lawsuit that provides an avenue for 100,000 
immigrants to become permanent legal residents.

LULAC Institute 
LULAC established the LULAC Institute to provide a 
model volunteer program for the Latino community.

LULAC 
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Army Specialist Vanessa Guillen  
LULAC launched I AM VANESSA, which became America’s 
rallying cry that ignited a national movement to combat Military 
Sexual Trauma (MST) and led to the Vanessa Guillen Act.

Pray for Texas: Uvalde, Texas School Shooting 
Assistance Fund 
LULAC has raised and distributed more than $2,000,000 for 
the victims and their families of the Robb Elementary School 
mass shooting that claimed the lives of 19 children and two 
teachers.

Ft. Cavazos, Killeen, Texas  
LULAC advocates for and secures the renaming of the U.S. 
Army’s largest military installation for General Ricardo 
Cavazos, the Army’s first 4-star Latino General and Korean 
Conflict decorated soldier.

Advocacy Areas and

Education 
• In 2022, White 8th grader proficiency in reading reached 45% on the National 

Assessment for Education Progress (NAEP) test compared to 29% for 
Hispanics.

• In math, whites scored on average 284 points on the NAEP test compared to 

261 for Hispanics (this amounts to two grade levels behind).

 

Economic Empowerment

• White homeownership rate (74.4%) vs. Latinos homeownership rate (48.6%).

• 2022 Median net worth whites ($189,100) Latinos ($36,050); blacks net worth 

($24,100). Note: 2016, White $97,300, Latino $20,700, Black $17,600.

• In 2021, 9.5% of whites lived below the poverty line compared to 17.6% of 

Hispanics.

• Hispanics are more likely to be unemployed as whites (3.2%  vs. 4.3%).
